- When two people are humble, they are open to “learning” from each other
- When two people are humble, they give each other “the benefit of the doubt”
- When two people are humble, they consider the other person before themselves

Q. | Why friendship?
- When two people are friends, they can be “real” with each other
- When two people are friends, they’re both invested in the relationship
- When two people are friends, they desire to help each other grow/be better

strong mentoring relationships, following the example of Christ:
